3. Minutes of the last meeting

4. Computing
FP attended a conference where Neuromag showed some presentations with data sets and they said that 2.1 version of Maxfilter is much better and you can even remove the artefacts created by articulations.  Apparently re-averaging would work fine, it has some additional features and temporal SSS seems to have been improved.
Action:  FP recommends that we install Maxfilter 2.1 as soon as possible.
5. Lab business and progress
