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Abstract: Antarctic krill (small shrimp-like zooplankton) are the keystone of the Southern Ocean 
food web. Directly grazing on microscopic plants  (phytoplankton), krill in turn are preyed on by 
fish, penguins, seabirds, seals, whales - and fishermen. The krill fishery is regulated by an  
international treaty that aims to balance the competing demands of man and wildlife and so 
maintain the integrity of the whole ecosystem. Rational resource management requires good stock 
estimates on which to base decisions. The talk presents aspects of design and analysis of krill surveys 
which provide these estimates. 
 

 
Speaker: Alistair Murray graduated in Applied Biology from Cambridge in 1976.  He went on to do 
research on variety trials of carrots and onions in collaboration with NIAB (1976-81) which changed 
his primary interest to experimental design and analysis.  In 1981 he joined the Statistics Department 
at Rothamsted Experimental Station as consultant to the Agricultural Advisory and Development 
Service, working mostly on cereal nitrogen response trials.  From 1986 till present, he has been the 
biometrical consultant for the Marine Life Science Division of the British Antarctic Survey.
